Numerous studies are now showing that Operateur Fotokopieur is about to 
release his first album. This album, an album of electronic music, should 
be released in May 2008. The researchers who conducted these studies are 
now saying that the musical creations of Operateur Fotokopieur are 
somewhat similar to what has been known as intelligent techno during 
90’s –even though these creations have a very personal style to them. 
Driven by his love for outdated sonorities and already outmoded fashions, 
Operateur Fotokopieur recycles the “not yet vintage enough” machines 
and synthesisers of the electronica intelligentsia. This in turn, positions 
Operateur Fotokopieur in a rather unsettling after-garde position. 
 
These studies are building on previous research which had shed light on 
the solid discography and stage experience of Operateur Fotokopieur. It 
has been a few years already since Operateur Fotokopieur has flooded 
Switzerland with his noise performances, manipulating and torturing his 
drum machines and formant shaping synthesisers to the brink of 
asphyxiation; a salvational asphyxiation which he likes to calls music. This 
very same love of communicating through abstract sound waves pushed 
him to promote artistes sharing his musical affinities. He has been doing 
this since 2004 through the net-label Midinette Records, one of the first of 
its kind in Switerland. A wave seeker torn between the original prints of 
Kraftwerk and the latest online exclusives of Aphex Twin. 
 
But before that, Operateur Fotokopieur has had to endure long years of 
isolation in the Siberian cool of his parents’ attic, lost in the austere hills of 
the Swiss Jura. There, he manipulated and deconstructed all that he knew 
of harmony and of the traditional structures of pop music, developing a 
peculiar sense for non repetition in serialism. No really. With the keys of 
his first keyboards covered in tape and connected to the effect pedals of his 
teenage years’ electric guitar, his choice was one of solitude and 
renouncement. 
 
Because previously to all of that, Operateur Fotokopieur played guitar in a 
band. He played guitar with a worried stiffness in his wrist, the worried 
stiffness which he shared with the followers My Bloody Valentine, Joy 
Division, or The Cure. 
 
And even before all of that –and since the age of 10– he learned to 
distinguish and name all of the aircrafts of the British and American fleets 
since WWII. He even built a few dozen scale models of some of them. 
 
And even before that, he was passionate about migrating birds. He could 
very precisely describe the appearance and habits of these birds. 
 
And shortly before that, he arrived on earth one quiet morning of October
